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The Program of socioal work (Non-Teacher Education)
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The social work major of Yunnan Normal University dated back to Law Department, School
of socialogy and Business in Southwest Associated University established in 1938.In 2020, the
social work major of the undergraduate was established with the approval of the Ministry of
Education of P.R. China. In 2021, the first freshmen of the social workl major were enrolled by
our school .In 2018, the Ministry of Education and Academic Degree Committee of the State
Council approved a newly first-class academic master degree authorization station in law, formed
undergraduate and graduate education to link up the pattern of running a school. Based on the
general policy of national reform, the geographical characteristics of Yunnan province as the
border areas and our school's advantages, the social work program will strive to complete as a
high-level law teaching and research major with distinctive features, leading in Yunnan province
and is influential during the “Fourteenth Five-Year Plan” in China.
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The social work major of Yunnan Normal University is trained to meet the needs of social
development, has systematic and solid professional theoretical knowledge of social work, has
strong practical ability and sense of cooperation, and can master and use social work theories and
methods.

2. Teaching Requirements
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According to the different forms of practice, the assessment and requirements of practical teaching
are also different.

Professional visits:Assigning specific teachers to guide Professional visits. content is to enter the
community,social organize , enterprise to conduct vistis,to "do middle school" as the core, learning
social work practice methods and techniques, and combined with relevant courses, students to
discuss practical topics, share practical results, after the students need to submit a study report.
Social work training practice: students use the laboratory equipment to carry out group work and
case work in the laboratory, with on-site guidance from the instructor and experts in the field of
practice. Students should submit case and group work plans, as well as reflection
reports.Professional internship: arrange specific guidance teachers to guide students to carry out
centralized internships. Internship units are mainly for schools, communities, social organizations
and so on. At the end of the course of life, students are required to write internship reports and
social practice survey reports.
Graduation thesis: graduation thesis will be initiated in the seventh semester, and thesis writing

and defense will be carried out in the eighth semester. Graduation thesis is required to combine the
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disciplinary characteristics of social work major, write related academic paper, the number of

words is required to be more than 7,000 words. The etition rate of literature is less than 20%.
